S.0. 988. --- In exercise of the powers conferred by section 9-A of the Aurcraft Act, 1934 (22 of
1934} and 1n supersession of the notification of the Government of India in the erstwhile Minustry
of Tourism and Civil Aviation No. GSR 516, dated the 15® March. 1979, the Central Government

being of opinion that it is necessary and expedient so to do {or the safety of aircraft operations
hereby direct that .- i

No building or structure shall be constructed or erected, or no tree shall be planted on any
land within the limits specified in Annexure I to this notification in respect of Civil and
Military Aerodromes existing as listed in Annexure III to this notification, aerodromes to be
constructed or developed and notified by the Competent authonty in future where there is
any building, structure or tree on such land, the owner or the person having control of such
building, structure or tree shall demolish such building or structure or, as the case may be,
cut such tree, forthwith but not later than a period of one month from the date of publication
of this notification m the Official Gazette;

No building or structure higher than the height specified in Annexure II to this notification
shall be constructed or erected, or no tree which is likely to grow or ordinanly grows higher
than the height specified in the said Annexure II, shall be planted, on any land within a
radius of twenty kilometers from the aerodrome reference point (ARP) of the aerodromes
listed in Annexure III to this notification excluding the land covered by Annexure [ to this
notification or aerodromes which would be constructed or developed and notified by the
competent authonty from time to time, where the height of any building or structure or tree
on such land 1s higher than the height specified in the said Annexure II, the owner or the
person having control of such building, structure, or tree shall forthwith but not later than a
period of one month from the date of publication of this notification in the Official Gazette,
reduce the height thereof so as not to exceed the specified height.



ANNEXURE 1

1. The land enclosed in approach furnels of the nnway with @ maximum distance of 360
meters, measured from each runway end along extended center line of the runway.

1.1 The land comprnising within the runway strip of uniform width of 150 meters on either
side of the center line which extend to 60 meters beyond each extremity of the runway.end along
extended center line of the runway.

1.2 The land comprising within the runway strip of uniform width of 75 meters on either side
of the center lne which extend to 60 meters beyond each extremity of the runway or associated
stopway in case of non-instrument runway.

Note---In this Annexure :--
(a) *approach funnel” --

0] in relation to an instrument runway, means the area in the shape of an
1sosceles trapezium having “the longer parallel side 4800 meters long (2400
meters on either side of the extended center line of the runway) and smaller
parallel side 300 meters fong (150 meters on eitherside of the extended
center line of the runway ) where the smaller and longer parallel sides are
placed ata distance of 60 meters and 15060 meters respectively, from the end
of the runway and at right angles to the extended center line. -

(ii) in relation to & non-instrumentsal runway, means the area in the shape ol an
1sosceles trapezium having the longer parallel side 1800 meters long (900 meters
on either side of the extended center line of the ninway), and smaller parallel
side 180 meters long (90 meters on either side of the extended center line of the
runway ), where the smaller and longer parallel sides are placed at a distance of
60 meters and 6540 meters, respectively from the end of the runway and at right
angles to the extended center line. Thereafter, the trapezium is followed by a
contiguous rectangular area of that width for the remainder of the length upto a
distance of 15060 meters from the end of runway.

(b) "instrument runway” means a runway served by visual aid or non-visual aids
providing directional guidance adequate for a straight in approach and intended
for the operation of aircraft using instrument approach procedures.

2 Inan aerodrome where :--

(a) VOR/TVOR/DVOR/DME/VHF DF facilities are available, the land within 305
meters radius of the VOR/TVOR/DVOR/DME/VHF DF.

(b) Localizer faciliies are available, the area upto 305 meters on + 35° of the
localiser beam and upto 60 meters on area beyond + 35° of the localiser antenna.

(c) Guude Path facilities are available, the area bounded by the following :--

(1) A line 460 meters in the direction of the approach from the glide path
facility and perpendicular to the runway.
