G.5.R 676(E).—!In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3 of the Aircraft Act, 1934 (22 of 1934), the Central
Government hereby makes the following rules further 1o amend the Aircraft Rules, 1937, namely :—

1 (1) These rules may be called the Aircraft (4th Amendment) Rules, 2005
{2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2, Inthe Aircraft Rules, 1937 (hereinafter called the said rules), for rule 28A, the following rule shall be substituted,
namely . —
“28A. Maximum age limit for professional pilots.—(1) No person, holding a pilot’s licence issued under
these rules and having attained the age of sixty-five years. shall act as Pilot-in-Command or Co-pilot of an
aircrafi engaged in commercial air ransport operations,

{2} No person holding a pilot's licence issued under these rules and having attained the age ol sixty years,
shall act as Pilot-in-Command or Co-pilot of an aircrafi engaged in commercial air transport operations
unless it is operated in a multi-<crew environment and the other pilot is less has sixty years of age.”.

3. Inthe said rules, in Schedule I1, in Section O, in paragraph [, in clause (b), in sub-clause (i), for the wurds one
hundred fifty hours”, the words “one hundred hours”, shall be substituted.
