
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON AIR SERVICES

BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA

AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SINGAPORE

1. The delegations representing the Government of the Republic of India
and the Government of the Republic of Singapore (hereinafter referred to as
"India" and "Singapore" respectively, or the "Contracting Parties" collectively)
met in New Delhi, India on 23 and 24 August 2005 for air services
consultations in relation to the Air Services Agreement between the
Contracting Parties dated 23 January 1968 (hereinafter referred to as "the
Agreement") .

2. The consultationswere held in a cordialand friendly atmosphereand the
delegationlists are attached at Appendix 1.

3. The Contracting Parties have also agreed to the following:

A. 3rd / 4th FREEDOM RIGHTS

4. In addition to the existing capacity entitlements, the designated airlines
of Singapore shall be entitled to operate an additional:
